If
you are not prepared for this level, the necessary prerequisites will either replace electives or increase the hours
required for this degree.

Students who wish to take
courses that will fulfill both core and major/program requirements
simultaneously should check with academic advisors for assistance
in selecting core courses.

Choice of Catalog: Any student transferring directly from a Texas
